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Buffalo is a traditional 58 foot narrowboat that has just recently been added to our fleet. With an extremely spacious galley it is comfortable for either living aboard or continuously cruising.
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The boat is long and likeable. It has a number of features that attracted us to it as part of “Escape The Rat Race” – solid fuel burning stove, a fixed good size double, well laid out kitchen with a good number of worktops, good size bathroom with shower, pump out toilet and wash hand basin. Full crockery and cutlery for four people and a British Waterways Map to guide you on your way.
In more detail, the facilities are as follows:

Forward Well Sitting Out Area
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This is a really roomy space easily able to store a couple of bicycles and it is somewhere where a glass of wine or beer could be enjoyed while you relax. A full canvas cover allows all round seating whatever the weather! In front of this, a nice little perch to settle on whilst cruising - the finest view from the boat. 

Watch the birds and wildlife as you gently plough through the water, feed them and Escape from the pressure of a “too busy” world.

From here you access into the

Living Area
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View from kitchen out to the bow

This has a small flight of steps leading down into the fully carpeted living area where the wood burner sits snugly alongside one wall. The cabin is very airy and light. Curtains add warmth for the winter nights! There is a futon (posh sofa!) that converts quickly and easily into double bed accommodation for those overnight friends and relations. The main cabin has a roof light which adds to the light in the cabin. 

The fire will take coal, wood and logs. Quickly reaching an acceptable temperature it will continue to warm the cabin. A traditional chimney exits through the roof straight above.  This stove also provides hot water through the calorifier - if you aren’t moving the hot water is provided by running the engine.

The Kitchen
The kitchen facilities include sink and draining board – with plenty of space to stack dirty and clean dishes. The fridge sits underneath the worktops and a cooker is also housed here with gas hob above. The units underneath give ample storage for food and drink.  
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We provide crockery and cutlery for four people as we realise that you will want to entertain at some stage during your escape. Saucepans, sensible utensils, mineral glasses and good quality wine glasses are also provided, along with a kettle, corkscrew (of course) and all the things that you would expect on board.

From the kitchen you walk to the stern of the boat into :                    

The Shower & Bathroom


A good sized shower, with fully tiled shower enclosure, together with a full size wash hand basin, mirror and pump out toilet.

From here, you walk into the bedroom
Providing a fixed double bed, it provides an element of night time luxury – (or even a snooze during the day!).

Buffalo is quite simply a lovely boat full of character. It will provide you with a wonderful home from home upon which to travel the canal network and see the sights you have always promised yourself you would see. 
Passing this there is a hanging wardrobe before you exit the living  space and enter the engine room

The Engine room 

This houses a beautiful 3 cylinder Lister engine which is more than powerful enough to slide this boat along the canals.  The three cylinders make for a unique deep cough as you cruise the canal.
