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Sherwood is a 52 ft narrowboat comfortably laid out with a kitchen and lounge area.  It is comfortable for either living aboard or continuously cruising.
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This boat has a solid fuel burning stove, a fixed  5ft double, well laid out kitchen with a good number of worktops, bathroom with shower, pump out toilet  and wash hand basin. Full crockery and cutlery for four people and a British Waterways Map to guide you on your way
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In more detail, the facilities are as follows:

Forward Well Sitting Out Area

Here, on a sunny day, you can sit out with your favourite drink in your hand and sit and relax, You can see the view go by and in wet weather there is a cover for it to provide extra dry space and storage. There is space to store windlasses and keep the coal and kindling for the fire.


From here you access into the
Living Area

There is a couple of steps down into the living area which has a double futon and a woodburner which sits snugly in the middle of the living area. This also heats the water which is provided by a calorifier which is heated by the engine. The cabin is well lit with windows.. Curtains make for a snug feel for the winter nights! 
The fire will take coal, wood and logs. Quickly reaching an acceptable temperature it will continue to warm the cabin. A traditional chimney exits through the roof straight above.
The cabin area is open plan and leads onto:
The Kitchen
The kitchen facilities include sink and draining board – with plenty of space to stack dirty and clean dishes. The fridge sits underneath to keep the food fresh. There is a gas hob with oven and grill beneath. The units underneath give ample storage for food and drink.

From the kitchen you walk to the stern of the boat  past the washing machine to where you access the
The Shower & Bathroom


A shower, with fully tiled shower enclosure, together with wash hand basin, mirror and pump out lavatory. The bathroom is large enough to be comfortable.

From here, you walk further to the stern where you find

The Bedroom area
Made as a fixed double, to avoid the hassle of putting up and putting down. Measuring 6 foot 3 long  and 5 ft wide it provides a real touch of comfort at the stern.  There is linen provided. There is hanging space and storage.

From there you climb a few steps out to the semi traditional stern area which houses the BMC water-cooled engine and provides a comfortable area to steer and enjoy the quiet of the canals.
